Survivors!

Practical Classics magazine ran the 
first of several pieces last month on 
numbers of classic cars still taxed 
and on the road in the UK. I‟ve 
pulled out a little data on cars of 
interest to club members. Don‟t 
forget this relates to the UK and 
some cars like the TR6 sold in much 
larger numbers in the USA. I 
suspect that survival rates are higher 
in the US given the liberal use of 
salt on the roads in Britain and the 
impact of the annual MOT 
roadworthiness test with its 
emphasis on corrosion as a failure 
point. 
MG does well with 14,826 soft top 
MGBs and 11,192 MGB GTs still 
taxed. Also 9140 Midgets survive. 
Surprisingly given it‟s small 
production run the model with the 
most survivors from Triumph is the 
Stag at 5352. There are 3486 TR6s 
and 3101 Heralds still out there but 
only 1417 TR7s. by comparison, 
just for me, there are 1405 Reliant 
Scimitar GTEs still taxed and that 

would have been 1406 if I hadn‟t 
taken one away. 
Of special interest to Don Caldwell 
15,289 Morris Minors are still on 
the road and I suspect that does not 
include vans and pickups. 
There are 5255 E type Jaguars still 
out there and 6206 XJSs but the 
420/420G/Mk10 family is 
represented by just 404 cars.  
For the Englishmen among us I am 
delighted to report that only 241 
Austin Maxis survive though I 
worry about why the owners of the 
survivors have kept them alive. 
If any more tidbits come up in 
future editions I will pass them on.
